4.Copper Ts

a) Non-medicated
-induce sperm phagocytosis.
eg- Lippe's loop.

b) Copper-ion furnishing
-decrease sperm motility and fertilization capability too.
eg- CuT, Cu7, Multiload.

c)Hormone furnishing
-mainly progesterone which blocks cervix in addition to
above said.
eg- Progestasert, LNG.
